1.  The Mastering Numeracy program is a  

     sequential number program for all levels

     of ability.  Each level is represented by a

     colour and number, so students can track

     where they are up to.

2.  The tasks can be completed using printable

     activity sheets (great for class) or online

     (great for students preparing at home).

3.  Each sheet has an answer section

     for self-marking by each student -

     these are folded  under during the task.

4.  The online version is auto-marked for the 

     student providing immediate feedback.

How it Works:  Students complete each Mastering Numeracy task in class (it is 

recommended to set specific times during the week). They have 10 minutes to complete 

the task, working at their current level. If they achieve no more than two errors they 

move on to the next level. 

1.  All the material and ’The Time-Keeper’

     can be accessed by clicking

    ‘Mastering Numeracy’ , which is located 

     on the Studyladder home page. 

2  ‘Start Clock’ - Use the time-keeper on a 

     whiteboard. The time allowed for the task

     can easily be modified by the teacher. 

Students can prepare for the task by  
logging into Studyladder at home.  
They can either practise online (which  
is marked for them) or print an activity  
to practise. All sheets are randomly  
generated, so no two sheets are ever  
the same.
